grievance redressal mecha-
nism.

“This apart, we have also
directed all these institu-
tions to display the fee
structure, placement details
of the passed out students,
research output of the
institution, approvals from

statutory bodies 'should be
“included into thé display list

of the college and univer-
sity websites. The apex
body’s prime objective of
such direction is to bring
down confusion in admis-
sion procedures and also
prevent the malpractice of
many private colleges,” said
a top official from the apex
body, on condition of ano-

nymity.
